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§1
Teaching Methods
1. Lectures (e-learning 15 hours) – during block according to the didactic plan
2. Seminars (25 hours) – during block according to the didactic plan
3. Practical classes (57 hours) – during block according to the didactic plan
4. CSM (6 hours) – during block according to the didactic plan
§2
Mode and forms of compensation of missed activities
1. Students may have two excused absences (justified by a document from the Dean's Office or a medical certificate) from classes and seminars.
2. In case of justified absence:
- For a seminar: the student must study the material covered during the missed seminar and the student's understanding of the material must be checked before the end of the course (before the credit test). It is the student's responsibility to make an appointment with the doctor who read that seminar. The doctor will decide whether the revision will be oral or written.
- Practical classes: A student must make up the missed practical classes. The missed classes must be made up before the end of the course (before the credit test). During the pediatric block (15 days) there are two fixed dates for making up classes. 
3. If a student has more than two justified absences, the head of department, in consultation with the Dean's Office, will decide how the missed activities will be made up. Exceeding the permitted number of absences may result in failure of the pediatric course.
§3
Requirements for the course completion to sit the credit or the exam
1. At the end of the course student must pass a credit test. To be eligible for a test student must obtain credits from all seminars and on ward trainings; the latter certified by assistants in the credit recording form. 
2. The condition for taking the final exam in pediatrics is passing the pediatrics courses provided for in the 3rd, 4th and 5th year study program of the Faculty of Medicine, field of studies: medicine. 
§4
Principles of attending classes during the academic year*
1. All training activities are compulsory and attendance is registered.
2. The level of knowledge required for each seminar as well as ward training is indicated on the notice board and on the departmental website. A student is expected to read the relevant passages from the textbooks. The student's understanding of the material may be checked daily. In case of insufficient knowledge to obtain credit, a student must make an appointment with a lecturer (or assistant) to demonstrate understanding of the subject in question.
3. The student will not be admitted to the classes in case of:
- more than 20 minutes late
- lack of necessary clothing: medical apron, replacement footwear
4. A student may be asked to leave the course in the event of inappropriate behaviour contrary to the University's study regulations, behaviour that disrupts the conduct of the course, endangers health, life or property, as well as in the event of a gross lack of personal culture in relation to the teacher or other participants in the course.
5. Not admitting the student to class or asking the student to leave class is tantamount to absenteeism.
§5
Conditions and forms of credits and exams
Credit test.
1. The student must pass a credit test at the end of the pediatric course. There is no possibility for the student to be exempted from the credit test.
2. The student may resit a failed credit test twice: 
- First attempt with the teacher/doctor who conducts a final day of practical training, after a minimum of five working days from the credit test. The teacher will decide whether the resit will be oral or written.
- A second attempt with the head of department must be made before the final examination. The head of department will decide whether the resit will be oral or written. The second resit may be a board examination at the request of the student, the Dean or the examiner. The details of a board examination can be found in the study regulations. There should be at least two days between the resit and the final examination.
3. Unjustified absence during the credit test will be considered a failure. 
4. In the case of an absence from a credit test, the student should submit a Dean’s office official note explaining the absence, but not later than one week after the date of the test. Failure to do so will be considered an unjustified absence.

5. A single-choice test of 60 questions is to be completed in 60 minutes. Each question has five possible answers (A, B, C, D, E). Some questions may have two or more correct answers (1, 2, etc.) grouped into five distractors (e.g. A. 1, 2; B. 3, 4, etc.).
6. A minimum passing score is 36 correct answers out of 60 questions.
7. Failure to take the test will result in an unsatisfactory grade in the first term.
8. The results of the credit test will be posted on the departmental notice board within five working days of the credit test. 
9. A student has the right to look into his/her credit test in the presence of an academic staff member and ask for clarification for seven working days after the results are announced.
10. Test questions are based on recommended textbooks and topics taught in seminars and classes.
Final exam. 
1. To be eligible for the final examination, a student is expected to obtain the credit from the course of pediatrics (3rd, 4th, and 5th year). There is no possibility of exempting a student from the final exam and there is no preterm form of the final exam. 
2. The final examination consists of a practical and a theoretical part. A negative result in one part of the final examination (practical or theoretical) does not exclude the student from the second part of the examination. To pass the final examination, the student must obtain a positive mark in each of these parts. The final mark is the average of the marks from both parts, rounded to 0.5 points. The theoretical examination is a multiple-choice question test with 100 questions and 120 minutes to complete. Each question has five possible answers (A, B, C, D, E). Some questions may have two or more correct answers (1, 2, etc.) grouped in five distractors (for example, A. 1, 2; B. 3, 4, etc.). A minimum passing score is 60 correct answers out of 100 questions.
3. The student may submit a written complaint immediately after the examination if he/she has any doubts about the questions or the course of the examination.
4. The test results will be posted on the departmental notice board no later than five working days after the test.
5. A student has the right to look into his/her final credit paper in the presence of an academic staff member and ask for clarification for seven working days after the results are announced.
6. Unjustified absence during the test will be considered as a failed test. 
7. In the case of final examination absence, the student should deliver an official Dean’s Office note explaining the absence by one week after the test date. Failure to do so will be considered as unjustified absence. 
8. The student can resubmit a failed theoretical examination twice:
- the first retake is a test organized during a retake session in September
- the second retake is an oral exam with an examiner indicated by Dean’s Office. The second retake may be a board examination on the student's, Dean's, or examiner's request. The details regarding a board examination are in the Study Regulations of the Pomeranian Medical University in Szczecin. 
9. The practical exam will be performed with an examiner selected from a list of examiners indicated by the Dean's Office. A student can attempt it before or after the examination test if credited in pediatrics. In this examination, a student must analyze the history, carry out a physical examination of a child, present a differential diagnosis and discuss the principles of management in a case studied. The examiner is allowed to use medical phantoms. 
10. The student can resubmit a failed practical exam twice:
- the first and second retake with the same examiner during a retake session in September; however, the second retake may be a board examination on the student's, Dean's, or examiner's request. The details regarding a board examination are in the Study Regulations of the Pomeranian Medical University in Szczecin.

Assessment criteria
1. A single choice credit test composed of 60 questions is to be solved within 60 min. Each question has five possible answers (A, B, C, D, E). Some questions (no more than 20%) may have two or more correct answers (1, 2, etc.) grouped into five distractors (e.g. A. 1, 2; B. 3, 4, etc.). A minimal positive score is 36 correct out of 60 questions. The marks are as follows: 
  0 - 35 correct answers – insufficient (2)
36 - 39 correct answers – sufficient (3)
40 - 44 correct answers – satisfactory (3.5)
45 - 49 correct answers – good (4)
50 - 54 correct answers – very good (4.5)
55 - 60 correct answers – excellent (5)
In case of canceling the question, the score threshold is reduced by 1 point.
2. The final exam consists of the practical part and the theoretical test. To pass the final exam student must get a positive mark from each of these parts. The final mark is an average mark from both parts rounded up to 0,5 point. The theoretical examination (test) is a multiple-choice question test with 100 questions and 120 minutes to complete. Each question has five possible answers (A, B, C, D, E). Some questions (no more than 20%) may have two or more correct answers (1, 2, etc.) grouped in five distractors (for example, A. 1, 2; B. 3, 4, etc.). A minimum passing score is 60 correct answers out of 100 questions. The marks are as follows:
  0 - 59 correct answers – insufficient (2)
60 - 67 correct answers – sufficient (3)
68 - 75 correct answers – satisfactory (3.5)
76 - 83 correct answers – good (4)
84 - 91 correct answers – very good (4.5)
92 - 100 correct answers – excellent (5)
In case of canceling the question, the score threshold is reduced by 1 point.
