§1
Sposób prowadzenia zajęć 
Teaching Methods
1. The course is conducted in the form of lectures (including e-learning), seminars and practical classes according to the schedule set by the Education Department.

2. Practicals involve the implementation of procedures specified in the course program in phantom units. Procedures are subject to credit at the end of each practical class. If a procedure is not credited, it is necessary to re-sit and pass it again not later than the date of the next practical class.
3. The topics of lectures, seminars and practicals in accordance with the syllabus are available on the unit's website.

4. While in the practical training room or seminar room, the student is obliged to follow the safety regulations. Each hazardous accident during classes should be immediately reported. 
5. During classes, the student is not allowed to leave the class room without the teacher permission. Unauthorized exit from the room will be treated as an absence with the need to make up.

6. During classes, the use of cell phones and electronic devices for purposes other than learning is not allowed.

 Mode and forms of compensation of missed activities
1. Attendance at all classes is mandatory. 

2. Only one justified absence is allowed, which must be made up.

3. The unjustified absence or more than one number of justified absences are the basis for the failure of the course. In the exceptional circumstances, after assessing the specific case, the decision on the possibility of making up the course is taken by the head of the laboratory.
4. Written justification for the absence (medical certificate, exemption issued by the university authorities, confirmation of a fortuitous event) should be presented not later than 7 days after the end-date of the absence. Not justified absences can result in the course failure.
5. The absence  can be made up in the form of:

· absence from lectures and seminars - oral or written credit preceded by self-studyng
· absence from practicals - after the final class of the course, on the date set for the all students by the head of the laboratory in consultation with the class representative, not later than one day before the date of the final test/credit.

Requirements for course completion in order to sit the credit of exam
1. In order to enter the final course test/credit a student has to:

· attend at all classes subject to point 5 §2, 

· listen the lectures in the form of e-learning, and 

· complete and pass all procedures specified in the course program.

Zasady dopuszczające studenta do poszczególnych zajęć w
danym roku akademickim*
Rules of class  attendance during the academic year*
1. The student presents prepared for seminars and practicals in accordance with the program announced on the department’s website. 

2. The student's preparation is verified by the teacher in written or oral form. 

3. A student unprepared for seminar receives a failing grade. The failing grade results in the case of seminar  entails a credit re-sit with the assistant (pt.5 §2), while in the case of practicals the missed class make up. 

4. The student in obliged to present in an aesthetic appearance - ironed medical clothing, ID badge in a visible place, medical shoes, long hair pinned up, nails cut short.

5. The student should be punctual. The delayed class attendance, i.e. over 20 minutes will be treated as absence from a class. Three delays up to 20 minutes are considered as one absence and  the need to make up.

6. A student will not be allowed to attend classes or will be expelled in the event of inappropriate behavior, which is contrary to the rules of study or other regulations in force, behavior that disrupts the class conduct, endangers life, health or property, as well as in the event of a gross lack of personal culture towards the instructor, intermediate staff and colleagues. 

7. Expulsion from classes in the cases referred to in paragraph 5 and paragraph 6 is equivalent to the absence  and must be made up.

Forms of credits, exams

1. The subject ends with the final credit in the test form with one correct answer containing in the year 2 - 20 questions, in the year 3 - 30 questions. 

2. The final test for the entire year will be conducted at the Test Examination Center. The date will be agreed with the class representative.
3. The 60% of correct answers constitutes the passing level. In the case of failure two re-sits areavailable, according to the §34 of the Regulations of the University.

4. The first and second re-sit form (test, essay or oral) willdepend on the number of students without a passing grade. The first make-up date will be held within 2 weeks from the results announcement, the second not later than September 10th of the given academic year.

5. The failure in the course (pt.1 §3) or unjustified absenceat the final course test results in the loss of the first term and the failing grade.
6. The results of the final credit will be announced to students via the university's information system within 5 working days from the date of CET notification.
7. During the  final assessment, it is prohibited to communicate with other persons, use unauthorized materials and aids, and possess electronic devices that allow remote communication. Failure to adhere to the aforementioned rules will result in the consequences specified in §13 of the Regulations of the University.
